Newest spectator event: Painting

Second Friday patrons will be able to watch artists ‘attack’ canvas this week

GREENFIELD — Inspired by a trend in Europe, local artists are busy promoting an upcoming event called “Attacking the White” – a live painting spectacle the likes of which has rarely, if ever, been seen in central Indiana.
   At least eight local artists will collaborate Friday to transform two large blank canvases into works of art.
   “The event is unique in that it brings artists out of their comfort zones and out of their studios and puts them in front of an appreciative audience,” organizer Cagney King said. “Live performance painting will not only be new and exciting for Greenfield, but also for all of Central Indiana.”
   Attacking the White will run from 6 to 9 p.m. at the Creative Arts and Event Center, 2 W. Main St. in downtown Greenfield. It will be part of the downtown’s monthly Second Friday arts festivities.
   The live-painting event is free, but seating will be limited. Coffee and hot chocolate will be served.
   Visitors will watch the artists paint a 15-by-4-foot canvas and a 10-by-4-foot canvas while accompanied and inspired by music.
   Attacking the White will be presented by The Artists Upstairs, the group of artists who have their studios on the building’s second floor. Participating artists will include Janet Skinner, Cagney King, Denise Goodrich, Jeanne Ziegler, Steve Smith, Sandy Hall, Bill Rieske and Elaine Stoker.    “Attack the White will allow artists of different media concentrations to collaborate and instinctively respond to each other via the common language of art and music,” King said. “Art is reactionary, and music allows for the expression of art to be more than a brush stroke but to be a deeper response to the moment.”
   Building owner Bob Hunt credits King for coming up with the idea for a live painting event. He asked her numerous questions after hearing about it, but understood the creative possibilities after viewing a YouTube video of a similar event held in Berlin, Germany.
